While still playing for Sydney’s Youth team late in the 2008/09 season he was called into the senior squad and scored a memorable first-ever goal late in a game against Wellington Phoenix to give Sydney FC a 1 nil victory, making him an instant sensation. Despite being eligible to play for Ghana, Kofi always wanted represent Australia. In 2009 he was a member of the Qantas Young Socceroos’ squad that played in the FIFA U-20 World Cup in Egypt.
